They will attend all performances, trips, rehearsals and band camp. Members will be re-evaluated for regular and reserve positions in Band Camp as well as throughout the season.

It is anticipated that a small percentage of students will not be accepted into the marching band if there are deficiencies in basic playing and movement skills.
